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Dachshund: Dog of
the Month

PV

This breed offers six varieties. There
is a range of three coat types
(smooth, wirehaired, and longhaired)
found in miniature and standard
sizes. The coat colors include
red, black-and-tan, white-and-tan,
dappled (a swirling mixture of brown,
gray, white, and black), and a
number of other colors. The eyes
should be very dark except in the
case of dappled dogs where blue
(wall) eyes are as acceptable as dark
eyes.

Miniatures are not a separate
classification, but compete is a class
division for "11 pounds and under at
12 months of age and older.” Weight
of the standard size is wusually
between 16 and 32 pounds. This is a
long-lived breed (15 yrs.) but
susceptible to spinal disc problems,
diabetes, urinary stones, eye
disorders, skin conditions, and heart
disease.

Background

The name Dachshund (dachs,
badger; hund, dog) implies that it was
once used for badger hunting in
Germany. lllustrations from the 15",
16", and 17" centuries show badgers
hunted by dogs with elongated
bodies, short legs and hound type
ears—some with the bent front legs
of the basset, some with the heads of
terriers, and some with smooth and

some with long coats. The
Dachshund was known in Germany
in the 1700s. In 1833 Queen Victoria
referred to her Dach in a diary entry.
The British first showed the breed in
the 1870s. Eleven Dachshunds were
included in the AKC Stud Book, Vol.
II'in 1885.

Temperament

The Dachshund is curious and
playful, bold and brash, similar to a
terrier in his demands to be in on
everything. He thrives on
companionship and is great in the
city but does like his walks. He's
adaptable and makes an excellent
traveling companion. Although
reserved with  strangers, he's
generally fine with other animals. He
perseveres in above and below
ground work with all the senses well
developed. Any display of shyness is

a serious fault.

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AKC Delegate’s Report
September 1998 Meeting - Although |
was unable to attend the September
Delegates Meeting due to the
exorbitant cost, | do want to report on
the business that was conducted there.
An amendment to Article XXI, Section
4 of the Charter, Constitution and
Bylaws was approved, so that it is now
optional to read either the entre
amendment to be voted on or a
summary of it. The full amendment will
continue to be distributed twice to the
Delegates and published twice in the
AKC Gazette. This will greatly simplify
the quarterly meetings and was a much
needed change in procedure.

There were three amendments passed
to Chapter 14 of the Field Trial Rules
and Standard Procedure for Retrievers.
An amendment to Section 2 ensures
that the field trial committee is involved
in all procedural decisions. Section
4(a) was revised to emphasize that the
final authority to change the running
order in any stake rests with the field
trial committee, and Sections 10, 11,
15, 16, and 17 were revised to create a
new Restricted All-Age Stake. Finally,
an amendment was passed to Chapter
4, Section 4, and Chapter 9, Section 2,
of the Field Trial Rules and Standard
Procedure for Dachshunds, resulting in
Field Champion Dog and Bitch classes
in Dachshund field trials becoming
regular classes.

In other business, elections were held
to fil openings on the Delegate
standing committees and on the
Perspectives editorial staff. If anyone
would like a list of the full committee
memberships, they can be found in the
October 1998 Gazette, or | will be glad
to provide it. It was also announced
that, in accordance with the wishes of
the Delegate body, the June 1999
Delegates Meeting will be held in
Raleigh!

I will be attending the December
meeting and will let you know about the
items on the agenda in our next
newsletter. Until then, please feel free
to contact me with any questions or
concerns that you may have.
