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-Roger Caras 
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Kuvasz: Dog of the Month 
The Kuvasz (plural 

– Kuvaszok) is a 
member of the 
Working Group. The 
breed as a whole 
exhibits a stable, 
kind temperament 
and are considered 

kind, robust, and intelligent. The length of 
the coat makes it acceptable as a house 
dog – in spite of its size. The Kuvasz is 

very sensitive to praise and blame, is 
primarily a one-family dog and is 
good with children. 

Background: The Kuvasz (related to 

the Komondor) became renowned in 
Hungary during the latter part of the 15

th
 

century, when many private persons 
made an effort to improve the breed and 
use it as a hunter of large game animals. 
Ownership was controlled by the king. 
The Kuvasz was approved by the AKC 
on July 9, 1974  (Reformatted: March 
28, 1991).  

Show Ring: Height measured at the 

withers: Dogs, 28 to 30 inches; bitches, 
26 to 28 inches. Disqualifications: Dogs 
smaller than 26 inches. Bitches smaller 
than 24 inches. Weight: Dogs 
approximately 100 to 115 pounds, 
bitches approximately 70 to 90 pounds. 

The outer coat of an adult is rough in 
texture and ranges from quite wavy to 
straight, with a fine-textured woolly 
undercoat. The only acceptable color is 
white, but the skin is heavily pigmented. 

Breeding and Whelping: The 
Kuvasz does not exhibit any unusual 

breeding or whelping characteristics. 
Large litters are common with 8 or more 
puppies the rule rather than the 
exception. Dewclaws if any are removed. 

Breed Disqualifications: Colors other 

than white, overshot or undershot bite, 
dogs smaller than 26 inches and bitches 
under 24 inches. 

Faults: Any tendency to weakness or 

lack of substance is a decided fault. 

Recognized Problems: As with most 

large breeds, Kuvaszok are susceptible 

to  hip dysplasia. The Kuvasz is, also, 

one of the breeds affected with 
congenital deafness. 

Old Age: The average life span is 6 to 9 

years.
